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Police Department Using Mobile Data Terminals
The Police Department’s evolving upgrade to the Mobile
Data System recently made significant advancements as a
result of the implementation of Montgomery County’s
iMobile and iCAD (computer aided dispatch) infrastruc-
ture.  This upgrade provides officers all the information
previously available, only at a higher speed, and more func-
tionality.

With the advent of the new infrastructure and related
computer programs, officers in the field now have access to
new resources that will enable them to complete their
assignments more efficiently and effectively.

The new Mobile Data System provides Montgomery
County and Montgomery Township Police Department
Communications Centers the ability to send calls directly
to officers in the field via laptop computers.  These calls
provide more information than was previously available
via the predecessor mobile data terminals. 

The infrastructure provides a robust mapping and vehicle
location system.  Officers can view call locations, unit loca-
tions, obtain travel directions; perform search functions
and other features that will be available in the coming
months.  The infrastructure supports “imaging (pho-
tographs, fingerprints, diagrams, etc.)” in both the iMobile
and On-Patrol environments.

Officers can now submit electronic reports “in the field”
via the “On-Patrol” segments of the Informant Records
Management System.  The electronic reports are reviewed
by The Sergeant or Watch Commander “in the field”, and
approved for final introduction into the Records
Management System.  This process provides near “real-
time” report availability.

In addition to the increased speed and efficiency of call dis-
patching and reporting there is a side benefit in the reduc-
tion of paperwork associated with officers responding to
calls for police service.  Preliminary reviews of paper flow
indicate an approximate reduction of paper consumption
by 40 percent.  While the initial cost savings in paper con-
sumption is negligible, the long-term issue of near zero
growth in required filing and storage space should equate
to a significant savings during future budget cycles.

Funding for the bulk of this technology initiative was
made possible through federal grants, our partnership
with Montgomery County Department of Public Safety,

and existing agreements with the Pennsylvania State
Police and Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI).

Register for Citizen
Police Academy Today

The next Citizen Police Academy is March 4 to May 6.
The academy gives citizens an overview of the Police
Department’s function and operational procedures.
Curriculum and teaching methods are similar to the
traditional police academy but are not designed to
train participants as  police officers.  Classes will meet
Tuesdays from 7 p.m. to 9 p.m. beginning  March 4 for
ten weeks.  A graduation ceremony follows the final
class.  Participation is free.  Applicants must be at
least 18 and a resident, business owner, or non-resi-
dent employed within the Township.  All applicants
will be subjected to a criminal history check as a pre-
condition of acceptance. The Chief of Police has final
approval of all applications and reserves the right to
deny entry to any applicant. Applications are available
at the Township Building.
