1. Scoop up pet waste. As long as
the droppings are not mixed with
litter or other materials, flush it down
the toilet. This is best because then a
sewage treatment plant or your
septic system treats the pet waste.

2. Bag your pet's waste and putitin the trashcan.
3. Never put pet waste into the storm drain.

4. If your community does not regulate pet waste (e.g. “scooper” law), try to
make it a priority of your local governing body.

5. Encourage your neighborhood to provide pet waste stations for collection
and disposal of waste.
