PORTABLE FUELED OPEN FLAME DEVICES IMPORTANT TIPS

Fueled by flammable or combustible bases or
liquids must be enclosed or installed in such a
manner as to prevent the flame from
contacting combustible material.

After fire, soak the hot ashes in water and place themin a
metal container outside your home, away from any combus-
tible materials.

Clear the area three feet around the fire location of debris in-
cluding leaves, pinecones, or twigs.

Fires should be monitored/attended at all times. If the Fire
Department is called to your property, you will be instructed

to extinguish the fire.
